Along with the rotating of the District officers 
comes the rotation of the Committee Chairs.  If you 
are looking to get more involved at the District 
level please contact me (dcm@dist8.com).  Re-
member, the position is for the chair of a commit-
tee.  These positions involve coordinating the ef-
forts for the committee within the District and at-
tending Area committee meetings, and serving as 
the information conduit between the District and 
the Area for your committee.  All committee chair 
positions have a 2-year term.  I encourage anyone 
who is interested to become involved.  We want 
and need your help.  Remember, this is your Dis-
trict.  We want to carry the message but need your 
help to do so. 

Finally, as my term comes to an end, I plan to rock 
the boat a bit.  During the next 2 months I will be 
bringing up the idea of splitting the District.

There is a great service opportunity for people who 
want to share their experience, strength and hope 
with men and women referred for AA Orientation 
by the Court.  Volunteers provide information about 
AA, the Twelve Steps, and do some sharing about 
themselves and their own recovery.   
There is a manual with a week by week outline.  
Each session is 12 weeks in length.  Volunteers are 
asked to do one 12 week session.  It can be done in 
teams of two, three, or solo. 

Volunteers are expected to have at least one year 
of sobriety, be off probation or parole, and be at 
least 18 years old.  
The sessions are held at the Spruce Tree Center 
at Snelling and University, on Tuesdays or 
Thursdays at 7:00 pm.  The first sessions began 
on June 27th.

As you have been reading in the newsletter, the Area 
recently voted on paying for ASL interpreters for all 
future Area functions.  While the measure received a 
majority of votes, it did not receive the necessary 
two-thirds needed to pass. 
While some may be disappointed in this, they can 
take some solace in the fact that the issue has been 
brought to the forefront - and does not appear to be 
going away.  Our Delegate, Mark M., challenged 
those present to take up the cause at the group

level.   After all, he said, while it is good to allow the 
hearing impaired access to service opportunities, it is 
more important that we allow them to have access to 
the message of recovery.  He suggested that once ad-
ditional groups have interpreters, there will be grow-
ing support for interpreters at service func-
tions.  Rather than working in a "top-down" method, 
perhaps we should work from the bottom up.  Once 
additional groups have interpreters more hearing-
impaired individuals will become active in AA and 
there will be a groundswell of support for an inter-
preter at Area functions.  The challenge was made to 
start a grassroots effort to get interpreters at more 
groups.  Is your group up to the challenge?
